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REGULATIONS OF THE CAR PARK 
LOT OF THE LUBLIN CONFERENCE CENTER IN LUBLIN
§ 1
1. These Rules and Regulations specify in detail the terms and conditions for using the parking spaces located in the underground car park, hereinafter referred to as the “Car Park,” managed by the Lublin Conference Center in Lublin.
2. The Car Park is located at 2 Artura Grottgera Street, Lublin, and its manager is the Lublin Conference Center in Lublin – an organizational unit of the Lubelskie Voivodeship.
3. Each time a vehicle owner or user enters the Car Park (Car Park User), a contract for the use of a parking space located in the Car Park is concluded with the Car Park Manager. This contract is concluded for a fixed period – from the moment of entry into the Car Park until the moment of exit – subject to the provisions of these Rules and Regulations (hereinafter “Regulations”).
4. By entering the Car Park, the Car Park User accepts these Regulations and undertakes to comply with them.
5. The Regulations are made available on the premises of the Car Park and on the website www.lck.lubelskie.pl.
§ 2
1. The Car Park is unattended.
2. The Car Park is open 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, subject to paragraph 3.
3. The entrance gate to the Car Park is closed between 22:00 and 06:00.
4. Use of the Car Park between 22:00 and 06:00 (entry and exit) requires each time notifying the Car Park staff via the intercom located at the entrance gate.
5. The Car Park is intended for passenger vehicles with a maximum height of 190 cm and a weight not exceeding 3.5 tonnes.
6. The Car Park is not intended for vans, buses, coaches, vehicles with trailers, or trucks. No elements may be mounted on vehicles that would exceed the stated height.
7. The speed limit within the Car Park is 5 km/h.
8. Vehicles equipped with LPG installations are prohibited from entering the Car Park.
9. The Car Park features one (1) designated electric vehicle charging station with three sockets at level -1, each including technical infrastructure and designated parking spaces for electric vehicles. The User is obliged to use the charging station in accordance with the “Regulations for Use of Electric Vehicle Charging Stations” available at the charging station and in the ARTEVA mobile application, as well as to comply with these Regulations.
10. The Manager is entitled to close the Car Park for use on dates determined by him, of which information will be posted at the Car Park entrance.
11. In the event of a scheduled closure of the Car Park, each Car Park User is obliged to remove their vehicle from the Car Park before it is closed. If a vehicle is not removed, the Car Park Manager is entitled to relocate or remove the vehicle from the Car Park at the User’s cost and risk.
§ 3
1. The provisions of the Polish Act of 20 June 1997 – Road Traffic Law (Journal of Laws 2012, item 1137, as amended) apply accordingly to vehicle movement within the Car Park.
2. Vehicles may only stop and be left in designated parking areas, except for reserved spaces (e.g. marked with a traffic cone or a notice on the wall). Failure to comply authorizes the Car Park Manager to tow or move the vehicle at the driver’s cost and risk.
3. In the event of a vehicle breakdown in the Car Park which may negatively affect the environment, the Car Park User shall bear all costs of intervention by fire/rescue services or other authorized services necessary to remove the hazard.
4. A vehicle may occupy only one parking space.
5. A vehicle left in the Car Park must be properly secured against accidental (mechanical) movement, ignition, or damage. The parked car should also have tightly closed windows to prevent access to the interior. The User bears all risks of failure to secure or improper securing of the vehicle.
6. The maximum uninterrupted use of the Car Park is 72 hours. To extend the parking period, the User must pay the current fee and obtain a new ticket from the parking meter in accordance with the Regulations; otherwise, the User must leave the Car Park within the specified time. Failure to pay and obtain a ticket as above constitutes unauthorized use of the Car Park. In such a case, the Manager is entitled to relocate or remove the vehicle at the User’s cost and risk.
§ 4
1. Vehicles left in the Car Park must have tightly closed windows and doors, ignition off, and receivers disconnected from power supply.
2. The following are prohibited within the Car Park:
1) Washing, vacuuming, replacing coolant, fuel, or oil, or similar activities on parking spaces, internal roads, and entry/exit ramps. In the event of a vehicle breakdown, it must be immediately reported to Car Park staff.
2) Smoking or using open flames, storing fuel, flammable substances, or empty fuel containers, refueling with the engine running, parking vehicles with a leaking fuel tank.
3) Stopping or parking vehicles on access or evacuation roads or anywhere other than designated spaces.
4) Littering the Car Park, in particular leaving trash outside designated bins.
5) Leaving unattended in parked vehicles any persons unable to leave the vehicle on their own or whose ability to leave is or could be significantly hindered.
6) Leaving any animals unattended in vehicles parked in the Car Park.
7) Leaving vehicles with the engine running.
8) Parking in spaces reserved for disabled persons without appropriate authorization.
9) Conducting any business activity without the prior written consent of the Car Park Manager, under pain of nullity. Upon request by Car Park staff or other authorized persons, the User is obliged to present documentation confirming such consent.
§ 5
1. Upon entering the Car Park, stop at the barrier at the entrance dispenser.
2. Take a parking ticket by pressing the button or present a magnetic card and wait for the barrier to fully lift.
3. Keep the ticket until leaving the Car Park.
4. Before exiting the Car Park, payment must be made at the automatic pay stations located within the Car Park.
5. After payment, the User has 15 minutes to leave the Car Park.
6. In the event of failure, damage, or malfunction of the pay station for any reason, payment should be made directly to Car Park staff upon presentation of the ticket.
7. Upon exiting the Car Park, stop at the barrier at the exit dispenser.
8. Insert the paid ticket into the reader or present the magnetic card.
9. Wait for the barrier to fully lift; it closes immediately after each vehicle passes.
10. Passing more than one vehicle per barrier lift is prohibited.
11. Queues on the exit road from the Car Park caused by reasons beyond the Manager’s control (resulting in waiting and exceeding the allocated exit time) do not entitle the User to a waiver or reduction of the parking fee, even if additional fees are charged.
12. If reasons attributable to the Manager prevent timely exit from the Car Park, the User will be exempted from the additional fee referred to above.
§ 6
1. The parking fee amount is specified in the Price List, which forms an annex to these Regulations and is also posted at the Car Park entrance.
2. The basis for calculating the hourly parking fee is the ticket obtained from the entrance dispenser.
3. Use of the Car Park on a subscription basis is governed by a subscription agreement.
4. Loss or destruction of a parking ticket requires payment of a flat-rate parking fee as per the Price List.
§ 7
1. Car Park staff and other persons authorized by the Manager are entitled to:
(1) Take measures necessary to remove danger to the life or health of a person or animal inside a User’s vehicle, in particular by breaking a window to enable evacuation.
(2) Relocate or remove a vehicle from the Car Park in cases of urgent necessity justified by safety needs, especially during rescue operations.
§ 8
1. The Car Park Manager does not accept vehicles or items left in vehicles for safekeeping and bears no liability for vehicles or items left on the premises. In particular, the Manager is not responsible for theft of vehicles or items left in the Car Park, regardless of whether fees were paid or use was free of charge.
2. The Car Park User bears sole liability to the Manager for any damage caused in connection with use of the Car Park.
3. If elements of the parking system are damaged by persons using the parking infrastructure, a damage statement shall be drawn up and, if necessary, the police shall be called.
4. If the perpetrator refuses to sign the damage statement, the statement will be drawn up by an authorized employee of the Manager and the police will be called.
5. The Car Park User is obliged to comply with instructions of the Manager and Car Park staff (security).
6. If any third party makes claims against the Car Park Manager in connection with acts or omissions for which the User is responsible, the User shall indemnify and hold the Manager harmless and cover all damages incurred by the Manager as a result of such claims.
7. In case of doubt, it shall be presumed that the Car Park User is the owner of the vehicle used by the Car Park User.
8. The Car Park Manager is not liable for damage caused by force majeure.
9. The Car Park Manager is not liable for personal injury or property damage to persons using the Car Park, access roads, or internal roads caused by other persons or by force majeure.
10. In the event of a breach of these Regulations by the User or failure to comply with the instructions of Car Park staff, the Manager may terminate the paid parking agreement without notice with immediate effect, which is equivalent to an order to leave the Car Park after payment of the due fee, or take measures necessary to restore compliance, including removal of the vehicle at the User’s cost and risk.
§ 9
1. Any comments, complaints, or requests may be submitted in writing to lck@lck.lubelskie.pl.
2. Any observations regarding irregularities or incidents should be immediately reported to Car Park staff (security).
3. These Regulations come into force upon signature.
4. The provisions of the Regulations do not apply to drivers of emergency service vehicles participating in rescue operations or to vehicles of law enforcement agencies (Police, City Guard, Military Police, Government Protection Bureau, CBA, etc.) entering the Car Park solely for official purposes.
